DOCTRINE OF THE SEVEN MAJOR JUDGMENTS OF HISTORY








1.	The Cross.





Matt 27:42  "He saved others; He cannot save Himself. He is the King of Israel; let Him now come down from the cross, and we shall believe in Him. (NAS)





2 Cor. 5:21  He made Him who knew no sin {to be} sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him. (NAS)





A.	This is the judgment of Jesus Christ for our sins





B.	God the Father imputed our sins to Him as our substitute





C.	This sets up the second judgment, the right of the believer to judge his own sins.





2.	Rebound, the self-judgment of the believer.





1 Cor 11:30-31


30	For this reason many among you are weak and sick, and a number sleep. 


31	But if we judged ourselves rightly, we should not be judged. (NAS)





1 Jn 1:9  If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (NAS)





A.	This judgment occurs for all believers of the Church Age after-salvation





B.	You acknowledge your sin to God without any emotion or feeling about that sin





C.	You do not need to have an attitude of penance





D.	How you feel is absolutely inconsequential





E.	We have the right as royal family to just cite the sin and judge it ourselves.





3.	The Judgment Seat of Christ





After the Rapture, the Church is evaluated on how well they advanced spiritually in time.





2 Cor 5:10  For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad. (NAS)





Rom 14:10  But you, why do you judge your brother? Or you again, why do you regard your brother with contempt? For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of God. (NAS)














4.	The Judgment of the Unbelieving Jews at the Second Advent.





This is a part of the baptism of fire.





Ezek 20:30-38


30	"Therefore, say to the house of Israel, `Thus says the Lord GOD," Will you defile yourselves after the manner of your fathers and play the harlot after their detestable things? 


31	"And when you offer your gifts, when you cause your sons to pass through the fire, you are defiling yourselves with all your idols to this day. And shall I be inquired of by you, O house of Israel? As I live," declares the Lord GOD, "I will not be inquired of by you. 


32	"And what comes into your mind will not come about, when you say: `We will be like the nations, like the tribes of the lands, serving wood and stone.' 


33	"As I live," declares the Lord GOD, "surely with a mighty hand and with an outstretched arm and with wrath poured out, I shall be king over you. 


34	"And I shall bring you out from the peoples and gather you from the lands where you are scattered, with a mighty hand and with an outstretched arm and with wrath poured out; 


35	and I shall bring you into the wilderness of the peoples, and there I shall enter into judgment with you face to face. 


36	"As I entered into judgment with your fathers in the wilderness of the land of Egypt, so I will enter into judgment with you," declares the Lord GOD. 


37	"And I shall make you pass under the rod, and I shall bring you into the bond of the covenant; 


38	and I shall purge from you the rebels and those who transgress against Me; I shall bring them out of the land where they sojourn, but they will not enter the land of Israel. Thus you will know that I am the LORD. (NAS)





5.	The Judgment of the Unbelieving Gentiles at the Second Advent.





This is also a part of the baptism of fire.





Joel 3:1-2


1	"For behold, in those days and at that time, when I restore the fortunes of Judah and Jerusalem, 


2	I will gather all the nations, and bring them down to the valley of Jehoshaphat. Then I will enter into judgment with them there On behalf of My people and My inheritance, Israel, whom they have scattered among the nations; and they have divided up My land. (NAS)





Mt 25:31-33, 41-46


31	"But when the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the angels with Him, then He will sit on His glorious throne. 


32	"And all the nations will be gathered before Him; and He will separate them from one another, as the shepherd separates the sheep from the goats;


33	and He will put the sheep on His right, and the goats on the left. . . .





41	"Then He will also say to those on His left, `Depart from Me, accursed ones, into the eternal fire which has been prepared for the devil and his angels; 


42	for I was hungry, and you gave Me {nothing} to eat; I was thirsty, and you gave Me nothing to drink; 


43	I was a stranger, and you did not invite Me in; naked, and you did not clothe Me; sick, and in prison, and you did not visit Me.' 


44	"Then they themselves also will answer, saying, `Lord, when did we see You hungry, or thirsty, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not take care of You?' 


45	"Then He will answer them, saying, `Truly I say to you, to the extent that you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.' 


46	"And these will go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life." (NAS)





6.	The Judgment of Fallen Angels.





After the Millennium, all fallen angels are cast into the lake of fire.





2 Peter 2:4  For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but cast them into hell and committed them to pits of darkness, reserved for judgment; (NAS)





Jude 1:6  And angels who did not keep their own domain, but abandoned their proper abode, He has kept in eternal bonds under darkness for the judgment of the great day. (NAS)





7.	The Judgment of All Unbelievers after the Millennium.





Unbelievers are cast into the lake of fire after the Millennium as well.





Rev. 20:11-15


11	And I saw a great white throne and Him who sat upon it, from whose presence earth and heaven fled away, and no place was found for them. 


12	And I saw the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne, and books were opened; and another book was opened, which is {the book} of life; and the dead were judged from the things which were written in the books, according to their deeds. 


13	And the sea gave up the dead which were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead which were in them; and they were judged, every one {of them} according to their deeds. 


14	And death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, the lake of fire. 


15	And if anyone's name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire. (NAS)
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
