THE ADVANTAGES OF BEING A JEW








A.	Salvation Advantage.





1.	There is no advantage to being a Jew outwardly (Romans 2:28), unless one is an inward Jew (Romans 2:29).  The advantage comes at salvation.





2.	There is no advantage to being a racial Jew.





3.	Born-again Jews have temporal and eternal security.





B.	Doctrinal Advantage.





1.	The Jews were the recipients of written and oral revelation from God. (Romans 3:2)





2.	The Jews were the custodians of the canon of Scripture.





3.	All the advantages of the Jews are linked to Bible doctrine.





C.	Dispensational Advantage.





1.	In the Jewish Age, the Jew had the whole realm of doctrine--except for the mystery doctrines of the Church Age.  He also had the unconditional covenants, and the establishment principles delineated by the Mosaic Law.





2.	In the Church Age, the Jew becomes a member of the royal family of God through salvation, then, the Jew has the same advantages as the Gentile believer.





3.	In the Millennium, the Jew has maximum benefit from the fulfillment of the unconditional covenants.  Jews will have the advantage of the greatest governmental organization in all of history because Jesus Christ will rule as an absolute dictator.





D.	Establishment Advantage.





1.	The Mosaic Law defined freedom and set up a constitution for national government.





2.	The Jews have always benefited from the observation of establishment doctrines under the Mosaic Law.





3.	The Law was the charter for the Jew's human freedom.





4.	Adherence to the Law insured spiritual, financial, and military prosperity.





E.	Cultural Advantage.





The cultural concepts related to doctrine in the Mosaic Law preserved the nation from evil when they are observed.





F.	Priest Nation Advantage.





1.	The Jews had the advantage of being a priest nation to God.





2.	There was blessing by association for those friendly to the Jews.





G.	Ritual Advantages.





1.	In the tabernacle and later the temple, a clear declaration to the person and work of Christ was given.





2.	The shadow form in the Tabernacle set forth the Messiahship of Christ.
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
