DOCTRINE OF ASSOCIATION








1.	The believer is blessed by association with supergrace leaders in such areas as business, military, athletics, marriage, and pastor.  Blessings overflow from the leader to those under the authority of the leader.





2.	The believer is cursed by association with a reversionist, even if the believer is a supergrace believer.  An example is Jonathan.





3.	The believer is blessed and prospered by association with Jesus Christ.  This is the principle of supergrace blessing by occupation with Christ.  Hebrews 12:2; Colossians 3:1-2





Hebrews 12:2  fixing our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. (NAS)





Colossians 3:1-2


1	If then you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 


2	Set your mind on the things above, not on the things that are on earth. (NAS)





4.	The believer wrongly associates disaster with past sins.  This is cursing by imagination or cursing by guilt complex.  Psalm 40:12





Psalm 40:12  For evils beyond number have surrounded me; My iniquities have overtaken me, so that I am not able to see; they are more numerous than the hairs of my head; and my heart has failed me. (NAS)





5.	Rebound is the believer associating his sins with their judgment on the cross.





6.	The believer is influenced by sexual association.  The person with whom you have sex influences you.





7.	The believer is influenced by social association.  A believer can be influenced for evil or for good by the company he keeps.  1 Corinthians 15:33





1 Corinthians 15:33  Do not be deceived: "Bad company corrupts good morals." (NAS)





8.	There is guilt by association.  The innocent suffer because of their association with the guilty.





9.	Proverbs 11:11 says that a supergrace leader blesses the city-state, but association with the reversionist destroys the city-state.





Proverbs 11:11  By the blessing of the upright a city is exalted, but by the mouth of the wicked it is torn down. (NAS)
