GATE #3:  IMPULSIVE ARROGANCE








 1.	Impulsive arrogance defined:  Impulsive arrogance is the abuse of divinely-delegated authority or power.





 2.	For example:





A.	David used his power as king and commander-in-chief of the Jewish army to murder Uriah the Hittite.





B.	Elijah on Mount Carmel used his newly acquired power to murder the prophets of Baal.





C.	Peter used his power and authority to encourage legalism in Antioch, espousing the hypocrisy of racial discrimination against the Gentiles, Gal 2:11-13.





 3.	Impulsive arrogance comes from having more authority or power than you can handle.





A.	Instead of producing a sense of responsibility and challenge to leadership, it produces arrogance.





B.	Such a person has no capacity for authority, and no sense of responsibility toward God or others in relationship to that authority.





C.	Such a person relates that authority only to himself.





D.	Such a person uses his authority for his own personal advancement rather than to fulfill the purpose and policy of an organization.





E.	In addition, such a person may have no responsibility or authority at all, but he possesses power, such as the manipulative power by which he makes people feel guilty.
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
