GATE #8:  CRUSADER ARROGANCE








 1.	Crusader arrogance is defined as self-righteous arrogance with strong or impulsive desires to superimpose one's opinion and principles on others without their consent.





 2	The person afflicted with crusader arrogance believes he is so right and his cause so just that he is justified in using any means to gain his objective, including violence, destruction of property, and causing others to lose their jobs or to be driven from their environment.





A.	The perfect illustration of this is the fundamentalist groups who attack abortion clinics.





1)	They do not know that the Word of God teaches that, in every case, God invents life and imputes it at the point of physical birth, and that there is no human life in the womb.





2)	They think they are right in their arrogance, and so they destroy property and intrude upon the privacy of pregnant women.





3)	In reality, abortion is a private matter between a woman and her doctor, and it is no one else's business.





4)	The fact that a male sperm was used to impregnate the woman does not give the male impregnator control over the woman’s volition.





B.	Self-righteous arrogance has been the bane (deadly harm) of American Christianity since the Pilgrims landed at Massachusetts.





1)	The Puritan Syndrome brought to this country still flourishes today.





2)	It is one of the great tragedies of blind arrogance.





C.	Civil disobedience is moral degeneracy, and the use of force to get one’s way is moral degeneracy.





 3.	Crusader arrogance is righteous indignation out of control.





1)	What is called righteous indignation is usually just emotional anger, a terrible sin.





2)	True righteous indignation is very rare.





 4.	Crusader arrogance ignores the honorable and judicial system for the redressing of grievances.





 5.	Crusader arrogance believes in vigilante solutions that bypass governmental law and order; hence, crusader arrogance practices and advocates civil disobedience.





 6.	Believers involved in crusader arrogance has resulted in such things as trying to make prayer a function of public schools and anti-nuclear and anti-war activities.





A.	Prayer does not belong in the public school as a function of the public school.





1)	The public school is just that, it is public, not Christian, and therefore, demands the freedom and privacy of the total public school constituency.





2)	To make Christian prayer a function of the public school forces Christian prayer upon non-Christians.





3)	The Christian involved in crusader arrogance would be the first to object to any form of prayer being imposed upon the public school constituency if the prayer being offered were of a religious origin other than Christianity.





B.	There is no sophisticated system of weaponry that can ever destroy the population of the earth.





1)	The very omnipotence of Jesus Christ sustains the universe for the perpetuation of history until the end of the millennium, for the purpose of demonstrating to Satan that he is completely wrong in his appeal trial and that God is completely right.





2)	The angelic conflict will continue regardless of the ingenuity of man in his use of conventional or nuclear weapons.





 7.	If the Christian crusaders in America today had their way, we would have only Christian laws, making all unbelievers instant outlaws, and this violates the entire principle of divine institution #1, namely, freedom.





Remember this principle:  More fundamental to the founding of the United States of America is the principle of freedom than is the principle of Christianity.





 8.	Believers involved in crusades are either ignorant of doctrine (blind arrogance), or they have blackout of the their souls, or scar tissue on their souls, or they are involved in reverse-process reversionism.





.9.	Crusader arrogance is tantamount to playing God, a blasphemy no believer can afford.





10.	Anti-gun crusades and the support of terrorism to gain so-called "civil rights" in other countries are also popular crusades today.





Principle:  We have no right to interfere in the government of another country.





11.	Crusader arrogance self-righteously reacts against unjust and unfair situations, for example, it reacts against an unjust system of taxation.
