DOCTRINE OF THE CUP





1.	The cup is used for an analogy to salvation.





Psalm 116:13  I will take the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of the LORD. (KJV)





2.	The cup represents blessing from God.





A.	Psalm 16:5  The LORD is the portion of mine inheritance and of my cup: thou maintainest my lot. (KJV)





B.	Psalm 23:5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. (KJV)





3.	The cup is related to a frantic search for happiness and operation boomerang.





Habakkuk 2:15-16


15	Woe unto him that giveth his neighbour drink, that puttest thy bottle to him, and makest him drunken also, that thou mayest look on their nakedness! 


16	Thou art filled with shame for glory: drink thou also, and let thy foreskin be uncovered: the cup of the LORD's right hand shall be turned unto thee, and shameful spewing shall be on thy glory. (KJV)





4.	The cup is used for the discipline of those in reversionism.





Psalm 11:6 "He shall cause to run upon the reversionist live coals; fire and brimstone and burning wind is the portion of their cup."





5.	The cup is used for divine discipline of a national entity.





Isaiah 51:17  Awake, awake, stand up, O Jerusalem, which hast drunk at the hand of the LORD the cup of his fury; thou hast drunken the dregs of the cup of trembling, and wrung them out. (KJV)





6.	The contents of the cup are the sins of the world poured out on Christ at the cross.





Matthew 20:22  But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink of the cup that I shall drink of, and to be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with? They say unto him, We are able. (KJV)





Matthew 26:39  And he went a little further, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt. (KJV)





Matthew26:42  He went away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, thy will be done. (KJV)





Mark 10:38  But Jesus said unto them, Ye know not what ye ask: can ye drink of the cup that I drink of? and be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with? (KJV)





7.	The cup is also used for the remembrance of the cross.





1 Corinthians 11:25-27


25	After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. 


26	For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come. 


27	Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. (KJV)





8.	Under reversionism and scar tissue of the soul, the believer develops a cup of capacity for Satanic doctrine.  1 Corinthians 10:21 cf. 1 Timothy 4:1





1 Corinthians 10:21  Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers of the Lord's table, and of the table of devils. (KJV)





1 Timothy 4:1  Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils; (KJV)





9.	The cup in the Tribulation.





A.	The contents are anti-Semitism drunk by nations who appear in Palestine for the Armageddon campaign.





Zechariah 12:2  Behold, I will make Jerusalem a cup of trembling unto all the people round about, when they shall be in the siege both against Judah and against Jerusalem. (KJV)





B.	The contents of the cup are the system of religion and the false doctrine of the beast.





Revelation 14:9-11


9	And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hand, 


10	The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb: 


11	And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name. (KJV)





Revelation 18:4  And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues. (KJV)
