 1.	God dwells in three places:





God indwells the body of every Church Age believer.


God indwells the universe


God indwells the third heaven





 2.	God indwells every Church Age believer.





A.	The indwelling of God the Father is taught in the following passages:





John 14:23  Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him. (KJV)





Ephesians 4:6  One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. (KJV)





B.	The indwelling of God the Son is taught in the following passages:





John 17:23  I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me. (KJV)





Romans 8:10  And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. (KJV)





2 Corinthians 13:5  Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates? (KJV)





Galatians 2:20  I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. (KJV)





Colossians 1:27  To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: (KJV)





C.	The indwelling of God the Holy Spirit is taught in the following passsages:





Romans 8:11  But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. (KJV)





1 Corinthians 3:16  Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you? (KJV)





1 Corinthians6:19  What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?





3.	As an omnipresent God, God dwells in three heavens.





A.	first heaven:  the atmosphere around the earth.


B.	second heaven:  stellar space (where the stars are).


C.	third heaven:  the throne room of God which is outside of the universe.





 4.	The Omnipresence of God.





A.	Omnipresence means everywhere.  God is everywhere.





B.	All three persons of the Godhead are omnipresent:





God the Father is omnipresent.


God the Son is omnipresent.


God the Holy Spirit is omnipresent.
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
