DOCTRINE OF THE HEAD





 1.	Uses of the word Head in the Bible.





A.	Oaths made by the head were prohibited.  Matthew 5:36.





B.	Oaths made by the head were prohibited because telling a lie or the truth based on some authority is not the proper use of that authority.





C.	Care and protection of the believer under logistical grace emphasizes the hairs on the head.  Matthew 10:30, 21:18; Luke 12:7





D.	Blood on the head was a sign of accepting the responsibility for your own decisions.  Acts 18:6.





E.	Coals of fire on the head is tantamount to leaving a matter in the Lord's hands.





1)	When you have been unjustly treated but do not retaliate, leaving the matter to the Supreme Court of Heaven, is like heaping coals of fire on their head.





2)	This act of non-retaliation transfers the judgment back to the guilty one.  Romans 12:10





F.	The head is used for rulers over empires.  Revelation 13:1ff, 17:3-9





G.	The head is used for the husband's authority over the wife.





Ephesians 5:23 - "The husband is the head [authority] over the wife, just as Christ is the head [authority] over the church.





1 Corinthians 11:3-10


3	But I want you to understand that Christ is the head of every man, and the man is the head of a woman, and God is the head of Christ. 


4	Every man who has {something} on his head while praying or prophesying, disgraces his head. 


5	But every woman who has her head uncovered while praying or prophesying, disgraces her head; for she is one and the same with her whose head is shaved. 


6	For if a woman does not cover her head, let her also have her hair cut off; but if it is disgraceful for a woman to have her hair cut off or her head shaved, let her cover her head. 


7	For a man ought not to have his head covered, since he is the image and glory of God; but the woman is the glory of man. 


8	For man does not originate from woman, but woman from man; 


9	for indeed man was not created for the woman's sake, but woman for the man's sake. 


10	Therefore the woman ought to have {a symbol of} authority on her head, because of the angels. (NAS)





2.	The Headship of Christ.





A.	1 Corinthians 11:3 - "But I want you to understand that Christ is the head [authority] of every man, and the man is the head [authority] over every woman, and God is the head of Christ [in  Hypostatic Union]."





B.	The authority over the head of Christ in the dispensation of the Hypostatic Union was God the Father who sent Christ.  John 3:36





C.	The royal family of God is one organic body with the Lord Jesus Christ as the head.





D.	Jesus Christ is the head of the corner, which means He has two crowns.





1)	Jesus Christ as the Son of David is the ruler of Israel.





2)	He is the ruler of the Church because of His victory on the cross.  Ephesians 2; Acts 4:11; 1 Peter 2:7





E.	Jesus Christ is the supreme ruler over the Church as the body of Christ.  Ephesians 1:22-23, 4:4,15, 5:23





F.	Jesus Christ is the ruler over angels.  Colossians 2:10





G.	The Lord has an authority over us.





1)	We can recognize it and have great blessing.





2)	We can reject it and be the most miserable people in life.
