 1.	In the cosmic system the arrogant believer is too subjective to relate his personal sufferings and failures to the right cause.





 2.	The interlocking systems of arrogance, which are the same as the cosmic system, completely neutralizes all talent, ability, leadership, integrity, honor, and spiritual advance.





 3.	Arrogance destroyed the smartest creature who ever lived, Satan, whose abilities and talents exceed all other creatures.





 4.	If arrogance could destroy Satan's ability and potentiality, it is obvious that arrogance can destroy anyone in the human race.





 5.	This is predicated upon the fact that man was created inferior to angels.





 6.	If arrogance can destroy the angels, it can also destroy the inferior creature, mankind.





 7.	Arrogance produces subjectivity which blinds us to the reality of the situation.





 8.	If you walk around in the cosmic system, you will be deceived time and time again.





A.	The inferior person outwits the superior person.





B.	You have a total loss of discernment as well as loss of orientation to reality.





 9.	Only suffering can destroy subjectivity and replace it with objectivity when one is involved in arrogance.





10.	Suffering, then, is the interlude between subjectivity and objectivity.





11.	Suffering is the interlude principle.
