 1.	There are three parts to the Mosaic Law:





1)	Codex #1:  Decalogue:  regulated moral issues





Exodus 20:1-17





2)	Codex #2:  Judgments:  regulated civic issues





Exodus 21:1-24:11





3)	Codex #3:  Ordinances:  regulated religious issues





Exodus 24:12-31:18





 2.	The Recipients of the Mosaic Law:





1)	The nation of Israel





Exodus 19:3  And Moses went up to God, and the LORD called to him from the mountain, saying, "Thus you shall say to the house of Jacob and tell the sons of Israel: (NAS)





Leviticus 26:46  These are the statutes and ordinances and laws which the LORD established between Himself and the sons of Israel through Moses at Mount Sinai. (NAS)





Romans 3:19  Now we know that whatever the Law says, it speaks to those who are under the Law, that every mouth may be closed, and all the world may become accountable to God; (NAS)





Romans 9:4  who are Israelites, to whom belongs the adoption as sons and the glory and the covenants and the giving of the Law and the {temple} service and the promises, (NAS)

 2)	It was not given to Gentiles





Deuteronomy 4:8


8	"Or what great nation is there that has statutes and judgments as righteous as this whole law which I am setting before you today? (NAS)





Romans 2:12-14


12	For all who have sinned without the Law will also perish without the Law; and all who have sinned under the Law will be judged by the Law; 


13	for not the hearers of the Law are just before God, but the doers of the Law will be justified. 


14	For when Gentiles who do not have the Law do instinctively the things of the Law, these, not having the Law, are a law to themselves, (NAS)





3)	It was not given to the Church





Acts 15:5


5	But certain ones of the sect of the Pharisees who had believed, stood up, saying, "It is necessary to circumcise them, and to direct them to observe the Law of Moses." (NAS)





Acts 15:24


24	"Since we have heard that some of our number to whom we gave no instruction have disturbed you with {their} words, unsettling your souls, (NAS)





Romans 6:14


14	For sin shall not be master over you, for you are not under law, but under grace. (NAS)





Galatians 2:19


19	"For through the Law I died to the Law, that I might live to God. (NAS)





3.	The limitations of the Mosaic Law:





1)	It was a system of works, and a system of works cannot JUSTIFY before God:





Romans 3:20


20	because by the works of the Law no flesh will be justified in His sight; for through the Law {comes} the knowledge of sin. (NAS)





Romans 3:28


28	For we maintain that a man is justified by faith apart from works of the Law. (NAS)





2)	It could not provide eternal salvation:





Galatians 3:21-26


21	Is the Law then contrary to the promises of God? May it never be! For if a law had been given which was able to impart life, then righteousness would indeed have been based on law. 


22	But the Scripture has shut up all men under sin, that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe. 


23	But before faith came, we were kept in custody under the law, being shut up to the faith which was later to be revealed. 


24	Therefore the Law has become our tutor {to lead us} to Christ, that we may be justified by faith. 


25	But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor. 


26	For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. (NAS)





3)	It could not provide the indwelling Holy Spirit:





Galatians 3:2


2	This is the only thing I want to find out from you: did you receive the Spirit by the works of the Law, or by hearing with faith? (NAS)





4)	It could not solve two of man's problems:  man's old-sin-nature and man's spiritual death at birth:











Romans 8:2-3


2	For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. 


3	For what the Law could not do, weak as it was through the flesh, God {did:} sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and {as an offering} for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh, (NAS)





 4.	The Mosaic Law was terminated with the death of Christ:

1)	The Mosaic Law was only temporary:





Galatians 3:19


19	Why the Law then? It was ADDED [ to Inherent law ] because of transgressions, having been ordained through angels by the agency of a mediator, UNTIL THE SEED [ Christ ] SHOULD COME to whom the promise had been made. (NAS)





2)	The conclusive passage:





Galatians 3:22-25


22	But the Scripture has shut up all [ both Jew and Gentile ] men under sin, that the promise [ a new access and relationship to God "through Christ" and "in Christ" ] by faith [ the means by which the "promise" is appropriated ] in Jesus Christ [ the object of faith ] might be given to those [ either Jew of Gentile ] who believe.


23	But before faith came [ the new principle under grace ], we [ Jews prior to Christ's death on the cross ] were kept in custody under the [ Mosaic ] law, being shut up to the faith [ the new principle under grace ] which was later [ after the death of Christ on the cross ] to be revealed.


24	[[ In this verse, Paul is explaining the past relationship of the Jews to the Mosaic Law; he is not implying that Gentiles had a past or present obligaton to the Mosaic law ]] Therefore the [ Mosaic ] Law has become our [ those who were under the Mosaic Law:  remember, the Mosaic Law was given to the Jews, NOT Gentiles, NOT the Church ] tutor {to lead us} to Christ, that we [ both Jew and Gentile ] may be justified by faith [ as opposed to erroneously attempting to become JUSTIFIED by "obedience the Law" ].


25	But now that faith [ as the new principle under grace ] has come [ upon the death of Christ on the cross ], WE [ first, the Jew to who the Mosaic Law was given, and second, any Gentile or Christian upon whom someone else is trying to impose the Mosaic Law ] ARE NO LONGER  UNDER THE TUTOR. (NAS)





Conclusions





 1.	The Mosaic Law given by Moses as a covenant of works.





 2.	The Mosaic Law  WAS ADDED to Inherent Law after centuries of human history.





 3.	The reign of the Mosaic Law was terminated with the death of Christ.





 4.	The Mosaic Law was given only to Israel.





 5.	Since the Mosaic Law never given to Gentiles, the only relation that Gentiles have to the Mosaic Law, and that relation being without divine authority, is to impose it upon themselves.





Final Conclusion





Because of the five conclusions just stated, to impose the Mosaic Law, totally or in part, upon the Church Age, for any reason, is to violate the clear teaching of the Word of God itself.  There can be no justification for imposing the Mosaic Law on the Church.





Because of the five conclusions just stated, to impose the Mosaic Law, totally or in part, upon the United States of America, or any other nation, past, present, or future, for any reason, is to violate the clear teaching of the Word of God itself.  There can be no justification for imposing the Mosaic Law on any nation other than the nation of Israel for whom it was designed.
