REDEMPTION:  DOCTRINE OF








1.	Etymology of redemption.





A.	A compound Greek word antilutron (antilutron), meaning “the substitution of money for a slave or a prisoner;” hence, payment for the slave or prisoner in order to set free; translated “ransom.”





B.	Cognate words are:





1)	lutrwthj (lutrotes)-  redeemer, deliverer.





2)	lutrwsij (lutrosis)-  redemption, deliverance.





3)	lutrow (lutroo)-  to release for a ransom, to redeem.





4)	agorazw (agorazo)-  to redeem, to buy.





5)	ecagorazo (exagorazo)-  to redeem, to purchase from a slave market, to set free.





2.	Definition:  The saving work of Jesus Christ on the cross whereby all humanity is bought from the slave market of sin in which they were born spiritually dead and delivered to the freedom of grace.  Redemption is realized when a person is born again by faith alone in Christ alone.





3.	Jesus Christ is the only qualified Redeemer (Hebrews 1:3):





A.	By the virgin birth (Matt. 1:23; 1 Tim. 3:16).





B.	By the impeccability of His humanity (Isaiah 53:9; John 8:46; 19:4; 2 Cor. 5:21; Hebrews 4:15; 7:26-28).





4.	Jesus Christ exhibits positive volition during the Incarnation.





A.	The redemptive work of Christ on the Cross was an act of His own free will (Lk. 22:42).





B.	Christ was obedient to the Father’s plan (Romans 5:19; Phil. 2:8).





5.	Animal blood was the means of teaching the doctrine of redemption in the Old Testament (Exodus 12:7, 12-13; Hebrews 9:22).





6.	The blood of Christ was the ransom money or purchase price of redemption (Ephesians 1:7; Colossians 1:14):  





A.	The “coin of the realm” (1 Pet. 1:18-19) by which the purchase was made.





B.	Depicts by representative analogy the saving work of Christ on the cross, or His spiritual death, in which He was judged for our sins (2 Cor. 5:21; 1 Peter 2:24).





7.	The soul of the believer is redeemed in salvation (Job 19:25-26).





8.	Condemnation by the Mosaic Law is resolved by redemption (Galatians 3:10-13).





9.	Results of redemption:





A.	Forgiveness of sins (Isaiah 44:22; Ephesians 1:7; Colossians 1:14; Hebrews 9:12-15).





B.	Basis for justification (Romans 3:24).





C.	Basis for sanctification (Ephesians 5:25-27).





D.	Basis for eternal inheritance of believers (Hebrews 9:15).





E.	Basis for strategic victory of Christ in the angelic conflict (Colossians 2:14-15; Hebrews 2:14-15).





F.	Redemption of the soul in salvation leads to redemption of the body in resurrection (Ephesians 1:14).





G.	Redemption of the body is the ultimate status of the royal family of God forever (Romans 8:23; Ephesians 4:30).





10.	Redemption is related to the mediatorship of Christ (1 Tim. 2:5-6; Hebrews 9:14-15).
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
