THE SEVEN COMPARTMENTS OF THE SOUL’S STREAM OF CONSCIOUSNESS








 1.	The frame of reference.





	The frame of reference is the first compartment into which doctrine enters and from which compartment doctrine is disseminated to all other compartments of the soul’s stream of consciousness.





Prov 4:4 He taught me also, and said unto me, Let thine heart retain my words: keep my commandments, and live. (NAS)





Lam 3:20 My soul hath them still in remembrance, and is humbled in me. (NAS)





	1 Cor 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. (NAS)





 2.	The memory center.





	The memory center is the compartment into which Bible doctrine enters when recalled from all other compartments of the soul's stream of consciousness.





Lam 3:20-24


20	My soul hath them still in remembrance, and is humbled in me. 


21	This I recall to my mind, therefore have I hope. 


22	It is of the LORD's mercies that we are not consumed, because his 	compassions fail not. 


23	They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness. 


24	The LORD is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will I hope in him. (NAS)





Ps 119:6	Then shall I not be ashamed, when I have respect unto all thy 	commandments. (NAS)








Ps 119:109	My soul is continually in my hand: yet do I not forget thy law. (NAS)





2 Cor 10:4	(For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) 





2 Cor 10:5	Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ; 





2 Cor 10:6	And having in a readiness to revenge all disobedience, when your obedience is fulfilled. (NAS)





 3.	Vocabulary storage area.





	The vocabulary storage area is the compartment into which the Christian’s vocabulary is stored.





Jer 15:16	Thy words were found, and I did eat them; and thy word was unto me the joy and rejoicing of mine heart: for I am called by thy name, O LORD God of hosts. (NAS)





Deut 8:3	And he humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed thee with manna, which thou knewest not, neither did thy fathers know; that he might make thee know that man doth not live by bread only, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of the LORD doth man live. (NAS)





	Mt 4:4	But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. (NAS)





 4.	Categorical storage area.  (Implied in the following reference)





	The categorical storage area is the compartment into which concepts or categories of doctrinal information are stored.





Heb 6:1	Therefore let us leave the elementary teachings about Christ and go on to maturity, not laying again the foundation of repentance from acts that lead to death, and of faith in God,  (NIV)





Heb. 6:2	instruction about baptisms, the laying on of hands, the resurrection of the dead, and eternal judgment.  (NIV)





Heb 6:1	Let us stop going over the same old ground again and again, always teaching those first lessons about Christ. Let us go on instead to other things and become mature in our understanding, as strong Christians ought to be. Surely we don't need to speak further about the foolishness of trying to be saved by being good, or about the necessity of faith in God;





Heb. 6:2	you don't need further instruction about baptism and spiritual gifts and the resurrection of the dead and eternal judgment.

 5.	The conscience.





	The conscience is compartment containing the soul’s norms and standards.  Anything accepted as truth is stored in this compartment.





Rom. 2:14	For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves: 





Rom. 2:15	 Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;) (NAS)





Tit. 1:15	Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto them that are defiled and unbelieving is nothing pure; but even their mind and conscience is defiled. (NAS)





6.	The momentum compartment.





	The momentum compartment is synonymous with spiritual growth.  Spiritual growth cannot take place without doctrine resident in the soul.  This compartment measures a person’s potential for spiritual growth.





1 Peter 3:18 	For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: (NAS)





 7.	The wisdom compartment or the launching pad.





	It is from this compartment that doctrine is applied to life’s situations.  Doctrine applied is called “wisdom.”





Eph. 4:1	I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you that ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewith ye are called, (NAS)





Col. 2:6	As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him: (NAS)
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
