Part II, 5:  Selecting Church Officers:  Rather than “By-Laws,” the Church has adopted a Church Constitution that guides the selection of Church Officers.  See Article VIII, H-O.
Part V, 2a:  Rev. Michael E. Eubanks and Lorria Eubanks are both Church Officers and they are husband and wife.

Part V, 3a:  Rev. Michael E. Eubanks is a Church Officer. Qualification:  He is an ordained minister.  Average Hours Worked:  40 hour per week.  Duties:  see Church Constitution.

Part V, 5a:  Conflict of Interest Policy (see attached document)

Part VIII 4a:  The following fund-raising programs will be conducted by the Church:  mail solicitations, email solicitations, personal solicitations, phone solicitations, accept donations on the Church website.

Mail Solicitations:  the Church will be unable to operate without adequate funding; therefore, the Church reserves the right to promote financial contributions through mail solicitations.  This will be done by periodic mailings to church members regarding the financial needs of the Church.

Email Solicitations:  the Church will be unable to operate without adequate funding; therefore, the Church reserves the right to promote financial contributions through email solicitations.  This will be done by the use of periodic emails to church members regarding the financial needs of the Church.

Personal Solicitations:  the Church will be unable to operate without adequate funding; therefore, the Church reserves the right to promote financial contributions through personal solicitations.  This will be done through offerings received at every worship service.

Phone Solicitations:  the Church will be unable to operate without adequate funding; therefore, the Church reserves the right to promote financial contributions through mail solicitations.  This will take place as necessary to inform church members regarding the financial needs of the Church.

Website Donations:  the Church will be unable to operate without adequate funding; therefore, the Church reserves the right to promote financial contributions through website donations.  The website will be used to inform church members regarding the financial needs of the Church.

Part VIII, 11:  Accepting Contributions

The Church will be open to accept contributions of real property, and/or vehicles.

a. real property:  the Church will not be opposed to receiving real property if the future uses of that property would be consistent with the ministry purposes of the Church.

b. vehicles:  the Church will not be opposed to receiving vehicles if the future uses of those vehicles would be consistent with the ministry purposes of the Church.

Baptism will be held when the Pastor deems necessary.

Nothing, including weddings and funerals, will be scheduled by this Church to conflict with the times of Worship Services.

E. Bible studies are considered Worship Services.

Code of Doctrine:  (Statement of Doctrine) – see Article III, Doctrine and Tenets of Church Constitution.

Church Literature:  our Church Literature consist of mimeographed pass out notes periodically made available to those who worship with us to follow during our teaching sessions.  (see attached examples)

3 Ecclesiastical Government:  (see Article IV, Authority; Article VIII, Church Officers; Article IX, Pastors; Article X, Pastor’s Council; Article XI, Deacons: Article XII, Committees – see Church Constitution).
