Original Covenant:  Genesis 12:1-3

 2.
Three principal confirmations and amplifications:  Genesis 13:14-17; 15:1-7; 17:1-18

 3.
Some of the promises are given to Abraham personally, some to Abraham’s seed, some to Gentiles, or “all families of the earth.”

 4.
The Provision of the Covenant

A.
The promise to Abraham.

· Genesis 12:2: -- father of a great nation.

· Genesis 13:16; 15:5 -- dust of earth and stars of heaven in number

· Genesis 17:6 – including kings and nations other than the “see” itself.

· God promises His personal blessing on Abraham.

· His name shall be great.

· He himself shall be a blessing.

B.
The promise to Abraham’s seed.

· Genesis 12:2 – The nation itself shall be great.

· Genesis 13:16; 15:15 – The seed of Abraham will be innumerable.

· Genesis 15:18-21 – The nation is promised possession of the land.  Its extensive boundaries are given in detail.

· Genesis 17:7 – In connection with the promise of the land, the Abrahamic covenant itself is expressly called “everlasting.”

Genesis 17:8 -- The possession of the land is defined as “an everlasting possession.”

C.
The promise to Gentiles.

· Genesis 12:3 – “all the families of the earth” are promised blessing.

 5.
The Abrahamic Covenant is Unconditional.

A.
All of Israel’s covenants are unconditional except the Mosaic covenant.  If eternal, then unconditional.  (Genesis 17:7, 13, 19; 1 Chronicles 16:17; Psalm 105:10.

B.
The Palestinian Covenant is declared to be everlasting.  (Ezekiel 16:60)

C.
The Davidic Covenant is described in the same terms.  (2 Samuel 7:13, 16, 19; 1 Chronicles 17:12; 22:10; Isaiah 55:3; Ezekiel 37:25)

D.
The New Covenant with Israel is eternal.  (Isaiah 61:8; Jeremiah 32:40; 50:5; Hebrews 13:20

E.
No conditions are stated except for the original condition of leaving his homeland and going to the promised land, the covenant is made with no conditions whatever.
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
