DOMINANCE EXPLAINED
The souls’ stream of consciousness, the biblical heart (kardia), contains seven compartments:  memory center, frame of reference, vocabulary storage, categorical storage, momentum compartment, conscience, and launching pad.

Only the memory center and launching pad are the focus of this discussion.

The memory center contains two clothes closets:  an old-man clothes closet and a new-man’s clothes closet.

Every piece of old-man clothing is in the old-man’s clothes closet.

Every piece of new-man’s clothes is in the new-man’s clothes closet.

The soul’s launching pad is the location from which all application is made to life.
The soul’s launching pad contains only dominant thinking, dominant speech, and dominant overt actions.

Dominant thinking on the launching pad can be totally old-man clothing.

Dominant speech on the launching pad can be totally old-man clothing.

Dominant overt actions on the launching pad can be totally old-man clothing.

Dominant thinking, speech, and overt actions can be a combination of both old-man and new-man clothing.

The degree of spiritual growth is determined by the degree of new-man clothing on the launching pad.

Christian maturity is determined by the launching pad consisting totally of new-man clothing.

Picture it this way:

All clothing is always in its appropriate clothes closet.

When a piece of clothing is placed on the launching pad, it has to come from either the old-man or new-man’s clothes closet.

When on the launching pad, it is in the dominant position.

If a piece of clothing is replaced on the launching pad which is the place of dominance, it immediately goes back into its respective clothes closet:  old-man clothing goes back to the old-man clothes closet (the place of non-dominance) and new-man clothing goes back to the new-man’s clothes closet (the place of non-dominance).
As long as clothing is in either clothes closet, that clothing is in the place on non-dominance.

Clothing is never discarded.  It remains with you until the day you die.
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
