OLD-MAN ISSUES THAT NEED TO BE CONSIDERED
Text:  Romans 6:6; Ephesians 4:22; Colossians 3:9
Romans 6:6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. KJV

Ephesians 4:22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts. KJV

Colossians 3:9 Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds; KJV
INTRODUCTION

The following information regards old-man issues that I believe need to be taught by every Pastor-Teacher and considered by every other Christian.  Because I believe these issues are vital for Christian growth toward and finally into Christian maturity, which means into the likeness of Christ in His humanity, I am open to hear what others have to say about what I am herein writing.  What I am writing is designed to help me articulate some of the questions I have raised and answers I determined about the old-man in every one of us.  The reason questions were raised in my own mind is because I believe there is a lack of clarity in the writings of those who have written about biblical old-man issues.  The writers of whom I speak are Miles Stanford and some of the old Keswick writers.

In this document I will list some important terms; consider a couple of mental struggles; provide some definitions; consider some thoughts related to the definitions; provide a chronological order of some old-man concepts; provide a rationale with tables; make application of old-man terminology and definitions to Romans 6:6, 11, and 13; discuss what you are going to reckon; consider the conjunction “but;” and provide a brief summary.

Let me begin my thoughts by listing some terminology that I believe to be important to the considerations of this document.
Terminology
This terminology will be considered:  sperm-life, ovum-life, biological-life, soul-life, human-life, reflex motility, human being, mitosis, old-sin-nature, instinct, judicial pronouncement, and experiential, old-man-belief system, old-man function, and old-man,
A Couple of Mental Struggles – One Old, One Recent
The old struggle:  which came first, the chicken or the egg?

The recent struggle:  which came first, the old-sin-nature or the old-man?

The answer to the old struggle is the chicken.  The answer to the recent struggle is the old-sin-nature.  It’s this recent struggle that has caused me to write this document.

Let’s continue by considering some definitions that I believe are factual and should be believed when trying to understand the old-man concept.
Definitions
 1.
Sperm-life:  the term used to describe that form of life possessed by a mature male sperm cell capable of penetrating a mature female ovum.

 2.
Ovum-life:  the term used to describe that form of life possessed by a mature female ovum cell capable of being penetrated by a mature male sperm.
3.
Biological-life:  the term used to describe that form of life inside the womb from the moment of conception until the moment of physical birth.  Biological-life is the result of the union of a female ovum and a male sperm. (This union is too often erroneously referred to as “human-life.”  See that definition below.)
 4.
Soul-life:  the term used to describe that form of life that results when biological life receives a human soul at the moment of physical birth.  (Soul-life has no ending.)
 5.
Human-life:  the term used to describe that form of life outside the womb from the moment of physical birth at which moment soul-life is imparted by God the Father to biological-life.  (Human-life ends with physical death.)
 6.
Reflex motility:  the term used to describe movement of a fetus en utero caused by both chemical and electrical impulses emitted as the fetus grows en utero.  This movement indicates biological-life, not human-life.

 7.
Human being:  the nomenclature that designates what we call the resultant union of soul-life and biological-life at the moment of physical birth; a person.

 8.
Mitosis:  a process of several phases of cellular division whereby embryogenesis occurs, i.e., the fetus grows en utero.  This process embraces the following phases:  interphase, prophase, prometaphase, metaphase, anaphase, telophase, cytokenesis. (Yes, this may be more information than needed, but it’s good to know that we can know the divine process followed en utero when an embryo is developing.)

 9.
old-sin-nature:  the term used to describe the default influence in a human being’s life because human beings are by default yielded to their fallen nature.  The old-sin-nature is not a bunch of things scattered throughout the physical body.  This misconception might occur because many Bible teachers, like me, have used a diamond-shaped figure to represent the old-sin-nature, and then told people that the old-sin-nature is in every cell of the human body.  This seems to imply that if there were a million cells in the body that there would be a million old-sin-natures in the body, one for each cell.  However, that is misleading.  The old-sin-nature is singular and refers to the single natural bent of human-life, a fundamental direction that directs a human being away from God, rather than toward Him.  It is theologically incorrect to believe that natural man, the unbeliever, is in pursuit of God.  Quite the contrary, God is in pursuit of man, and He pursues man through the circumstances of life that are under His own divine control.  (The term old-sin-nature is also known by the following synonymous designations:  sinful nature, sinful trend, Adamic nature, fallen nature.)
10.
instinct:  instinct is a largely inheritable and unalterable tendency of an organism to make a complex and specific response to environmental stimuli without involving reason.
11.
judicial pronouncement:  a statement made by God the Father regarding the manner in which He views something whether man agrees with Him or not.  If this type of pronouncement were not divinely revealed, there would be no way for man to know what the revelation discloses.  The issue, then, in a judicial pronouncement, is for man to learn what that pronouncement is and then accept it.  You take God’s viewpoint to be your own when you “consider, reckon, accept, trust, have faith, believe” that what He said is so – and by-the-way, His pronouncements are not subject to man’s awareness or his approval.  We are the losers for failing to get-in-on what He says is so.
12.
experiential:  a term that means “to become a reality.”  In this case, the application is to judicial pronouncements.  We are to make God’s judicial pronouncements become a reality in our life, and these pronouncements become experiential to us the moment we “consider, reckon, accept, trust, have faith, believe” that what He said is so.
13.
old-man-belief system:  this term describes the system of thought possessed by the old-man who is under the influence of the old-sin-nature.  The old-man belief system is comprised of whatever thoughts a human being accepts as being associated with the course of action that will enable him to pursue and perhaps reach the two basic goals of his life:  achieve pleasure and avoid pain.  The old-man belief system may embrace the Laws of Divine establishment and its four divine institutions, namely, volition (freedom), marriage, family, and nationalism (supporting free-market capitalism), but his belief system will reject or distort the Gospel and/or the truths associated with the Royal Family Honor Code.  The old-man belief system is a distortion of the Gospel and distortion of the Royal family Honor Code.  It can include distortions of the Laws of Divine Establishment and the four divine institutions.
14.
old-man- function:  the term used to describe what the old-man does when he is under the influence of the old-sin-nature.  What does he do?  He thinks old-man thoughts; he talks old-man talk; and he does old-man things.

15.
old-man:  the term used to describe the natural and immediate source from which all human production comes when a human being is yielded to his old-sin-nature.

RANDOM THOUGHTS RELATED TO THESE DEFINITIONS
 1.
Biological-life begins at the moment of conception (the moment a male sperm penetrates a female ovum.  Human life begins at the moment of physical birth (the moment soul-life is imparted to biological-life).

 2.
Biological-life possesses an old-sin nature from the moment of conception because the male sperm that possesses an old-sin-nature penetrates a female ovum.

 3.
There is NO soul-life in the womb.  There is NO human- life in the womb.  Biological-life, yes; soul-life, no; human-life, no.

 4.
The old-man produces all sinful and humanly good thoughts, speech, and actions.

 5.
Distinguish the immediate source from the ultimate source of all sinful and humanly good thoughts, speech and action:

A.
immediate source:  the old-man
B.
ultimate source:  old-sin-nature

 6.
Distinctions should be made between old-sin-nature, old-man, old-man belief system, and old-man function.  Each answers a different interrogative:  who, what, why and the where of “doing what is being done.”
old-man: explains who?

old-man function: explains what?

old-sin-nature: explains why?

old-man belief system: explains from where?
old-man:  explains who is doing what is being done (is it the old-man or the new-man).  Ex: It’s the old-man that is bitter.  It’s the old-man that is helping the old lady across the street.
old-man function:  explains what is being done (personal sins committed or acts of human good being produced).  Ex:  He is bitter.  He’s philanthropic.
old-sin-nature: explains why he is doing what he is doing.  Ex:  He is yielded to his old-sin-nature.
old-man belief system:  explains from where a person derives his justification for doing what he is doing.  (As he thinketh in his heart, so is he.)
Ex.  He is doing what he is doing because that is what he is thinking.
 7.
When you see a human being produce something sinful or something humanly good, realize that the following has just take place:  the circumstance was produced because of a thought from the old man who was influenced by an old-sin-nature.
 8.
Note the following regarding this statement:  the circumstance occurred because of a thought from the old man who was influenced by an old-sin-nature.

the circumstance:  old-man function

thought (that generated the circumstance): old-man belief system

immediate producer (who did the circumstance):  old-man
ultimate source (of the circumstance):  the old-sin-nature

 9.
Note the following about the production of sinful and humanly good activities:

Your old-sin-nature motivates your old-man to dip into his old-man belief system that results in old-man function when the old-man does what he does because of what he has thought because he has an old-sin-nature.

10.
Illustration:  Assume for a moment that Johnny is either an unbeliever or a carnal believer.  Using the following sentence, can you find the manifestation of old-sin-nature, find the person who has an old-man, find the old-man belief system, and the old-man function?

Sentence:  Because Johnny believes it is OK to lie under certain circumstances, he lied to his mother about his having gone fishing because he was supposed to have been at home mowing the lawn.

manifestation of the old-sin-nature:  the lie

the person who has the old-man:  Johnny
old-man belief system:  believing it is OK to lie under certain circumstances
old-man function:  lied
11
Since man possesses and old-sin-nature from the moment of conception which is when biological-life begins, and since man does NOT possess an old-man until the moment of physical birth at which time human-life begins, we must conclude that man possesses an old-sin-nature chronologically prior to the time that he has an old-man.
12.
Since old-man function demands an old-man from which old-man function must transact, we must conclude that the old-man must exist at least logically, if not chronologically, before old-man function occurs.
13.
Question:  So, which comes first, the old-sin-nature or the old-man?  Answer:  the old-sin-nature precedes the existence of the old-man.
14.
Question:  Which comes first, the old-man or the old-man belief system?  Answer:  Since the old-man comes into existence at the moment of physical birth, it should be obvious that if the old-man has a belief system, that belief system had to be developed through the process of learning and is devoid of information at the point of physical birth.  Therefore, the old-man precedes the old-man belief system.  (Distinction should be made between instinct and something learned.)
15.
The point:  instinct and learning are not synonymous terms; you can do something by instinct without having learned what instinct causes you to do.
16.
Soul-life and human-life cannot be synonymous terms.  Reasoning:  If soul-life has no ending, and human-life has an ending, they cannot be the same because their longevity of existence is different.
Now, let’s take a look at some facets related to the old-man, and let’s see if we can place them in chronological order in terms of when they came into existence:  old-sin-nature, old-man, old-man belief system, and old-man function.

The True Chronological Order
1)
first, old-sin-nature

2)
then, old-man
3)
then, old-man belief system

4)
then, old-man-function

Rationale and Tables
Point #1:  Given the true chronological order based upon the above acknowledged order, it follows that 2, 3, and 4 cannot precede 1; 3 and 4 cannot precede 1 and 2; and 4 cannot precede 1, 2, and 3.

Conclusion:  It’s as simple as understanding that in the logical sequence of a numbering system, number 2 cannot precede number 1, number 3 cannot precede number 2, and number 4 cannot precede number 3; therefore, the numbering order has to be as follows:  1, 2, 3, 4.
Point #2:  If the chronological order listed above is correct, it is so because 2 cannot exist without 1, 3 cannot exist without 2, and 4 cannot exist without 3.

Point #3:  Since 1-4 are built upon one another, 1 then 2 then 3 then 4, 2 cannot exist without 1, implying that 3-4 cannot exist without 1.  If 3 cannot exist without 2 and 1, the implication is that 4 cannot exist without 3, 2 and 1.

Hocus-Pocus?

Is all of this, including this 1, 2, 3, 4 stuff, mere hocus-pocus tending only to confuse or is there a point to be made here?  Yes, in fact there is a point to be made.  If we are going to understand how man becomes victorious over personal sins and the world, we first need to know of the existences of the old-sin-nature, the old-man, the old-man belief system, and old-man function.  You cannot become victorious over something about which you have no knowledge, and even if you have knowledge of something’s existence, you can’t become victorious over that something if you don’t know its place in the scheme of things or how it operates.  How do you get victory over the old-sin-nature if you don’t know of its existence?  How do you get victory over the old-man, his belief system, and his function if you don’t acknowledge their distinctive existence, how each functions, and their respective places in their combined functional relationship?  Answer:  You can’t!  This is not hocus-pocus.  It’s the difference between spirituality and carnality.  It’s the difference between blessings-in-time and rewards in eternity received or lost.  Ignorance has both temporal and eternal consequences.  That’s the why of all this hocus-pocus 1, 2, 3, 4 stuff, and only those who truly want to know will endure until the why is discovered.  It’s extremely self-centered and fraught with self-absorption to say, “I’ve heard all that before,” or “I knew all that before he got started.”  The question is not whether we’ve heard or what we knew about.  The question is deeper than that.  The question is whether you can you explain it when the younger generation that is running from the church, running from Jesus, running from God the Father, running straight into the abominable abyss of life, asks you a question about the life of becoming like Christ in His humanity, and you answer, “We’ll never know until Jesus comes.”  Oh, really?  That’s why, “I’ve heard all that before,” or “That’s too deep,” will not float before Jesus at the bema seat.  We need to know, and even if I am proven wrong, we still need to keep searching until we do know.

Let’s see if we can make sense of Romans 6:6, 6:11 and 6:13 by looking at how the old-sin-nature, the old-man, the old-man belief system, and old-man function relate to these three verses.  Here are the verses.
Romans 6:6, 11, 13 (NASB)

kowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin might be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin;

Romans 6:6

Romans 6:6  knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin might be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin;

Note that it’s the old-self (old-man) that WAS crucified WITH Christ.  It wasn’t the old-sin-nature, or the old-man belief system, or the old-man function.  It was the old-man that WAS crucified with Christ.

2.
Note that the reason the old-man WAS crucified WITH Christ was in order that “the body of sin might be done away with.”
A.
“the body of sin” refers to the “old-sin-nature” that influences the old-man.

1
What does the “body” refer to in this verse?  Does it refer to . . .

a
the physical body that contains the old-sin-nature, or

b
the totality of the old-sin-nature’s characteristics:  area of weakness, area of strength, lust patterns, and two trends
2
I believe the correct interpretation is the latter:  the totality of the old-sin-nature’s characteristics:  area of weakness, area of strength, lust patterns, and two trends.
3
Reasoning:  God the Father’s plan is to “do away with” Christian enslavement to the old-sin-nature.  He does this by judicially crucifying the old-man, thus rendering the old-sin-nature that is the old-man’s influence “done away with.”
Let me illustrate:  Suppose that I own a box and inside this box is a million dollars available to me at my discretion.  If I determine to set that box aside and never touch that box again without first removing the million dollars, I have rendered that million dollars inaccessible to me.  How?  By merely setting aside the box with the condition that I will never touch it again.  By dealing with the box, I have dealt with the million dollars.
In that same manner, when you deal with the old-man, you have dealt with the old-sin-nature.

B.
“might be done away with” refers to breaking the old-sin-nature’s influence over the born-again Christian.  Prior to salvation, the unbeliever is in bondage to the old-sin-nature because the old-sin-nature is the only “function-option” available to him.  The unbeliever is enslaved to it.  But upon salvation, the old-sin-nature’s enslavement is judicially broken by God’s provision of a second option, namely, the indwelling Holy Spirit residing inside the believer’s newly regenerated human spirit.

C.
Question:  Why then does God tell us that it’s our old-man that was crucified with Christ and not our old-sin-nature?  Answer:  By analogy, Jesus Christ is a person and the “old-man” can be viewed as a person.  The words Jesus, old-man, and old-sin-nature are nouns.  Nouns describe persons, places, and things.  The word Jesus is a noun that designates a person.  The word old-man is a compound noun that designates “a person.”  The word old-sin-nature is a compound noun that designates a “thing,” meaning neither a person nor a place.  The reason the old-man was crucified with Christ is because of the parallel.  Both Jesus and old-man represent “persons.”
D.
Further reasoning:  You can’t have an old-man without an old-sin-nature because the two are interrelated.  You can’t have one without the other; therefore, when the old-man is crucified, the old-sin-nature is rendered “done away with” – not annihilated, but no longer enslaving its owner.
E.
Reasoning continued:  A crucified old-man affects the old-sin-nature, the old-man belief system, and old-man function.  Dead men can’t think (belief system affected), and dead men can’t do anything (function affected).  So, when the old-man WAS crucified, it affected everything related to with it:  the old-sin-nature, old-man belief system, and old-man function.
Conclusion:  When the old-man WAS crucified with Christ, the old-sin-nature, the old-man belief system, and the old-man function were affected by that crucifixion because of their inter-relationship with the old-man.
F.
“slaves to sin” refers to slavery to the old-sin-nature:  its area of weakness, its area of strength, its lust patterns, and its trends.  Prior to salvation, as unbelievers, we are slaves to the old-sin-nature because we have no other option – until we become saved.

Romans 6:11 Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus. (NASB)

1)
“even so” refers to the fact that in Romans 6:6, you are told that God the Father judicially crucified your old man on the cross WITH Christ.  In eternity past, the omniscience of God the Father saw the very moment in human history that you would believe in Jesus Christ, and because of that belief, His plan took your old-man back-in-time to the time of the cross, and placed your old-man on that cross with Christ.  This is referred to as “identification” with Christ.  It is also referred to as “retroactive positional truth.” It is retroactive in the sense that while you believed in Christ for salvation at some point in the 20th century, the moment you believed, God the Father took your old-man back in time 20 centuries to the time of the cross and placed your old-man on that cross WITH Christ.  In other words, Christ was not alone on that cross.  Your old-man was on that cross WITH Him.  This is the basis for your experiential victory over your old-sin-nature today, and tomorrow, and every day of your life until the day you die – or until the rapture, whichever occurs first.
2)
“consider” – the King James Version says “reckon.”  This word means reckon, believe, accept, trust, faith.  Around which of these words can you wrap your mind?  It can be any one of them so that the Holy Spirit can use it to illuminate to your mind what actually happened to you at the moment of your salvation – and it was more than just taking care of the “sweet-by-and-by.”  He has given us the basis for personal moment-by-moment victory over “the dirty-stinking-here-and-now.”
This word “consider – I like “reckon” – means to take God the Father’s position.  He says that your old-man was crucified WITH Christ.  Now, are you willing to take His position?  It’s a mental thing.  You mentally take the same position that God the Father has taken.  How about this?  You say, “Father, you tell me that my old-man was crucified WITH Christ.  I have evidence that he’s still alive, BUT if you say that he’s been crucified WITH Christ, even though I am having a hard time understanding that, I’m going to believe that what You say is true because You have said it.  I’m “considering;” I’m “reckoning;” I’m “accepting;” I’m “trusting,” I’m “believing;” I’m “having faith” that what You have said is true!
There you go!  You have just “reckoned” the old-man crucified WITH Christ.

What Are You Going to Reckon (Consider)?

In Romans 6:11, you are going to consider “yourselves to be dead to sin.”  This takes us back to Romans 6:6 -- “Knowing this that our old-self (old-man) WAS crucified with Him (Christ).  “Yourselves” in verse 11 is plural and is a reference to the self-life (old-man) of every believer present in Rome to whom Paul was writing.  It also has an application to every born-again Christian, today -- including you and me.
Question:  Why are we to consider “ourselves” to be dead to sin?  Answer:  Because God the Father says that our old-man WAS crucified WITH Christ.  If He says that it is, we need to consider it to be so.  Remember, it’s your old-man who is under the influence of your old-sin-nature, and it’s the old-sin-nature that is the culprit.

If you will just KNOW (Romans 6:6) that your old-man WAS crucified WITH Christ, you can NOW consider (reckon, accept, believe, trust, have faith) yourself (your self-life; your old-man) to be dead to sin.

“dead to sin” is a reference to “dead to your old-sin-nature.”  The word “dead” means “separated from.”  The word “sin” refers to your old-sin-nature.
Question: How could you possibly be “separated from” your old-sin-nature when you know that experientially it remains active in your life?  Answer: This is a judicial pronouncement by God.  This means that this is the way He views things.  Now, it’s your turn to take make His viewpoint your viewpoint, and you do this when you “consider, reckon, accept, believe, trust, have faith in what He says is so.
BUT
This word “but” is a conjunction of contrast, and it contrasts what was true of you before you were saved with what is true of you immediately after you became saved.  The contrast:  dead vs. alive.  You are dead to your old-sin-nature, BUT you are alive unto God the Father whose plan this is.  By spiritual birth, you have been judicially separated from your old-sin-nature, and simultaneously made spiritually alive unto God the Father for Christian service that will honor Him, that will have spiritual impact in your own life, and that will have spiritual impact upon others in your periphery.
“in Christ” refers to your new position.  You were born physically into the position of Adam, but you were transferred by the Holy Spirit into Christ, your NEW position, whereby you are immediately qualified to be victorious over your old-sin-nature from the moment of your salvation.
Romans 6:13  and do not go on presenting the members of your body to sin as instruments of unrighteousness; but present yourselves to God as those alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God. (NASB)

“and do not go on” indicates that here is something you have been doing in the past with the implication that you are now qualified to put a stop to this trend.

“the members of your body” are the physical parts of your body:  your ears, eyes, tongue, lips, mind, hands, feet, sex organs – you get the picture.

“presenting” – You “present” your body parts to your old-sin-nature by an act of your volition.  You choose to allow your ears to listen to things about which you should not be listening.  You choose to allow your eyes to gaze upon things upon which you should not be looking.  You choose to allow your tongue to speak things about which you ought not be talking.  You choose to allow your lips to touch things about which your lips should not be touching.  You choose to allow your mind to think things about which your mind should not be dwelling.  You choose to allow your hands to touch things about which your hands should not be touching.  You choose to allow your feet to take you places where your feet should not be taking you.  You choose to allow your sex organs to become involved in sexual sins.  This list is representative, not exhaustive.

“to sin” is a reference to the “old-sin-nature.

“as instruments” refers to your body parts being used for sinful activity.
“unrighteousness” is the sinful activity, the product of old-man function.

BUT

There’s that word again used in the same way!  It’s a conjunction of contrast, and it contrasts the alternative directions (sin nature or God) and purposes (unrighteousness or righteousness) toward which and for which you can choose to yield your body parts:

· to your old-sin-nature for unrighteousness

· to God for righteousness
· to (direction) your old-sin-nature for (purpose) unrighteousness (sinful activity)

· to (direction) God for (purpose) righteousness (God-honoring activity)

SUMMARIZING
In this document I have listed some important terms; considered a couple of mental struggles; provided some definitions; considered some thoughts related to the definitions; provided a chronological order of some old-man concepts; provided a rationale with tables; made application of old-man terminology and definitions to Romans 6:6, 11, and 13; discussed what you are going to reckon; considered the conjunction “but;” and provided this brief summary.

Romans 6:6, 11, 13 (NASB)
