PALESTINIAN COVENANT

Major Text:  Deuteronomy 30:1-10

Introduction:

 1.
This passage answers the question about Israel’s relation to the land promises contained in the Abrahamic Covenant.

 2.
Israel in Crisis:  passing from proven leadership of Moses to the unproven leadership of Joshua.  They are standing at the entrance to the land that was promised to them by God:

· Genesis 12:7; 13:12; 17:7-8

 3.
The problem:

· the land is possessed by Israel’s enemies.

· Israel’s enemies have shown they will resist Israel’s attempt to possess the land

· they can’t return to their former status as a slave nation

· the land to which they are journeying seems closed to them

· Israel is forced to certain considerations

· Is the land of Palestine still their possession?

· Did the inauguration of the Mosaic Law set aside the Abrahamic Covenant?

· Could they permanently possess the land in the face of such opposition?

God answers these questions by restating the Palestinian Covenant in Deuteronomy 30:1-10.

 5.
The Importance of the Palestinian Covenant

A.
It reaffirms to Israel their title deed to the land of promise.

B.
The Mosaic law did not set aside the original promise of God.

C.
It confirms and enlarges the Abrahamic Covenant.

 6.
The provisions of the Covenant:

A.
Israel will be plucked off the land for unfaithfulness:  Deuteronomy 30:1-3; 28:63-68

B.
There will be a future repentance of Israel:  Deuteronomy 30:1-3; 28:63-68

C.
Their Messiah will return:  Deuteronomy 30:3-6

D.
Israel will be restored to the land:  Deuteronomy 30:5

E.
Israel will be converted as a nation:  Deuteronomy 30:4-8; cf. Romans 11:26-27

F.
Israel’s enemies will be judged:  Deuteronomy 30:7

G.
Israel as a nation will receive her full blessing:  Deuteronomy 30:9
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
