TERMINOLOG THAT MUST BE UNDERSTOOD
(Associated with Breaking Old-man Habits and Replacing Them with New-man Habits)

Terminology to be understood:

automatic:  the term used to describe how previously learned thoughts, spoken words, or overt actions occur without having to think about doing them; someone might describe “automatic” like this: “it just happens;” habits are automatic; automatic thoughts, automatic speech, automatic overt acts are triggered by specific circumstances; automatic and habit are synonymous.

automatic reaction:  the function of old-man habits

automatic response:  the function of new-man habits

old-man functions:  a reference to old-man thinking, old-man spoken words, or old-man overt activity.

new-man functions:  a reference to new-man thinking, new-man spoken words, or new-man overt activity.

old-man clothing:  those things defined and described in Scripture as personal sins (mental, verbal, overt) or human good (humanitarianism, philanthropy, altruism).

new-man clothing:  the specific absolute truths of Scripture associated with the Laws of Divine Establishment and the Four Divine Institutions, the Gospel, and the Royal family Honor Code.

launching pad:  the seventh compartment of the soul’s stream of consciousness from which all application is made to the circumstances of life; the launching pad contains all dominant thought, dominant speech, and dominant overt activity, whether dominant old-man function or dominant new-man function; at spiritual birth, the launching pad contains no new-man clothing; with spiritual growth, the launching pad contains a mixture of old-man and new-man clothing; upon reaching spiritual maturity, the launching pad contains no old-man clothing; in the status of Christian maturity, every piece of old-man clothing is in the old-man’s clothes closet in the non-dominant position.

dominance:  the term used to describe both a position and the application of either old-man or new-man function; used to describe which of two functions, either old-man function or new-man function, is either being applied or in position to be applied; when someone speaks of dominance, a legitimate question can be asked.  “Are you referring to the position of dominance or dominance because of application?”  
dominant position:  the position on the launching pad of one’s soul from which all applications are made to the circumstances of life; old-man and new-man clothing are associated with the dominant position in the following ways:  extreme vacillation between old-man clothing and new-man clothing in the early stages of spiritual growth; the constant reduction of vacillation as spiritual growth continues; no vacillation in spiritual maturity; every application is made to life’s circumstances from this position.

non-dominant position:  the term used to describe the clothing that is not on the launching pad of one’s soul; old-man or new-man function (thinking, speech, overt activity) that has never been placed in the dominant position or has been removed from the dominant position; the position in which old-man functions (thinking, speech, overt actions) are placed when new-man function (thinking, speech, overt activity) is in the dominant position; nothing is ever applied to life’s circumstances from this position.

dominant application:  this term refers to the application of old-man functions to circumstances of life when new-man functions are in the non-dominant position; or, it refers to the application of new-man functions when old-man functions are in the non-dominant position.

non-dominant application:  this is an oxymoron; this type of application is impossible.

levels of spiritual maturity:  there are three levels with the status of spiritual maturity:  supergrace alpha, supergrace bravo, ultra-supergrace; the differing levels of spiritual maturity do not represent differing degrees of vacillation in the status of maturity; the different levels of spiritual maturity represent increasing levels of intensification of pressure that one will encounter in the spiritual battle known as the angelic conflict.

vacillation:  the term used to describe the switching back and forth between old-man function and new-man function; this is normal and describes the nature of advancing through the stages of spiritual growth from brephos to huios; vacillation does not occur until spiritual advance begins; vacillation does not occur until after new-man clothing is placed in the new-man clothes closet.

old-man clothes closet:  a figure of speech used to describe the location in the soul’s memory center where the old-man’s relational strategies and world views are stored as he learns and believes in them.

new-man clothes closet:  a figure of speech used to describe the location in the soul’s memory center where the absolute truths of God’s Word are stored as the born-again Christian learns and believes in them.

new-man function: a reference to the application of thought, speech, and overt activity from the source of the new-man.

old-man function:  a reference to the application of thought, speech, and overt activity from the source of the old-man.

habit:  something done automatically, without thinking; “habit” defines thought, speech, and overt activity in terms of “dominance;” habits apply dominant thinking “automatically,” that is, without having to think about what you are going to do; habits either “react” or “respond” to the circumstances of life; old-man habits “react” with personal sin or human good, while the new-man’s habits “respond” with absolute truth.
