PROPHECY VOCABULARY

 1.
Antichrist:  A title and description of the leader of the revived Roman Empire during the Tribulation.  (1 John 2:18)

 2.
King of the North:  the leader of the Russian military federation against Israel during the campaign of Armageddon.  (Ezekiel 38:2-6)

 3.
King of the South:  the leader of the north African military federation against Israel during the campaign of Armageddon.  (Daniel 11:40)

 4.
Kings of the East:  the leaders of the Asiatic military power against Israel during the campaign of Armageddon.  (Revelation 16:12)

 5.
King of the West: the leader of the revived Roman Empire against Israel during the campaign of Armageddon.  (Daniel 11:36)

 6.
Dispensational Theology:  God’s viewpoint of human history wherein God has divided human history into time segments, each segment being led by the person or group assigned by God to carry out His plan for that period of time.

 7.
The Church Universal:  that universal body with which all truly born-again believers are united during the Church Age; the Body of Christ on earth; the Bride of Christ after the rapture.  (Ephesians 1:22,23)

 8. 
The Local Church:  a membership of people who profess belief in Christ during the Church Age, which membership may, in fact, contain some members who are unregenerate.  (Romans 16:27)

 9.
Israel:  The nation with whom God has made four unconditional covenants which covenants are the basis for this nation’s confidence and expectation about the future.  (Genesis 12:1-3)

10.
The Rapture:  the prophesied event when Christ will return and the Church, both living and dead, will be caught up to meet Him in the air and taken to heaven.  (1 Thessalonians 4:17)

11.
The Tribulation:  a seven year period of time between the rapture and the second coming of Christ.  (Jeremiah 30:7)

12.
The Great Tribulation:  the last three and one-half years of the Tribulation period.  (Revelation 7:14)

13.
The Millennium:  the last one thousand years of human history beginning with the second coming of Christ.  (Revelation 20:1,2)

14.
The New Jerusalem:  that eternal city that comes down out of heaven at the beginning of the millennium, and whose inhabitants will finally include the Triune Godhead, the Church, the redeemed of Israel, the redeemed of all ages, and the unfallen angels.  (Revelation 21:2)

15.
The Abrahamic Covenant:  an unconditional covenant made by God with Abraham in which God promised Israel a national existence, perpetual title to the land of promise, the certainty of material and spiritual blessing through Christ, and a guarantee to Gentile nations that they will share in these blessings.  (Genesis 12:1-3)

16.
The Palestinian Covenant:  the second of four unconditional covenants made by God with Israel in which the land features of the Abrahamic covenant are amplified.  (Genesis 12:7)

17.
The Davidic Covenant: the third of four unconditional covenants made by God with Israel in which God confirms and enlarges the seed features of the Abrahamic covenant.  (2 Samuel 7:12)

18.
The New Covenant with Israel:  the fourth of four unconditional covenants made by God with Israel in which God guarantees Israel national regeneration, national forgiveness, national justification, the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, and Israel’s regathering and restoration to the place of blessing.  (Jeremiah 31:31-34)

19.
The Second Coming:  the return of Christ to earth, literally and bodily, which will mark the beginning of the millennial age, and by His presence, a kingdom will be instituted over which He will reign for one thousand years.  This event is also called The Second Advent.  (Acts 1:11)

20.
Premillennial:  the word means “before the millennium” and designates the view that the second coming of Christ will occur at the beginning of the millennium.

21.
Postmillennial:  the word means “after the millennium” and designates the view that the second coming of Christ will occur at the end of the millennium.

22.
Amillennial:  the word means “against the millennium” and designates the view that there will be no millennium and that the rapture and second coming are synonymous terms.

23.
Pretribulation Rapture:  the word means “before the Tribulation” and designates the view that the rapture will occur before the Tribulation begins.

24.
Midtribulation Rapture:  the word means “middle of the Tribulation” and designates the view that the rapture will occur in the middle of the Tribulation.

25.
Posttribulation Rapture:  the word means “after the Tribulation” and designates the view that the rapture will occur after the Tribulation.

26.
Partial Rapture:  the term used to designate the view that only faithful Church Age believers will be caught up in the air at the time of the rapture.

27.
Covenant Theology:  that current form of systematic theology that opposes dispensational theology.

28.
Eschatology:  that aspect of systematic theology whose subject matter is future events.

29.
Gentiles:  human beings who do not have the genes of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.  (Romans 11:25)

30.
Jews:  human beings with the genes of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.  (Acts 13:42)

31.
Ecclesiology: that aspect of systematic theology whose subject matter is the church.

32.
times of the Gentiles:  (Luke 21:24)

33.
the body of Christ:  the title used to designate the body of born-again Church Age believers prior to the rapture of the church.  (Romans 12:5)

34.
the bride of Christ:  the title used to designate the body of born-again Church Age believers after the rapture of the church.  (2 Corinthians 11:2)

35.
great white throne judgment:  the term used to designate the final judgment of all unbelievers from all ages which judgment occurs at the end of the millennium.  (Revelation 20:11-15)

36.
the bema seat judgment:  the term used to designate the final judgment of Church Age believers which judgment occurs in heaven between the rapture and the second advent.  (2 Corinthians 5:10)

37.
the Olivet Discourse:  One of three major discourses of Jesus. This discourse details events related to Israel during the Tribulation.  (Mt. 24-25)

38.
millennial kingdom:  the term used to designate the one thousand year kingdom that will be established by Christ at His second coming.  (Revelation 20)

39.
New Heaven:  the term used to designate a new heaven to be created by God at the end of the millennium after He destroys the present heaven because it became tainted by Lucifer’s sin.  (Revelation 21:10)

40.
New Earth:  the term used to designate a new earth to be created by God at the end of the millennium after He destroys the present earth because it became tainted by Adams’s sin.  (Revelation 21:1)

41.
Gog and Magog (1):  During the Tribulation Gog is the leader of the northern confederacy during the Campaign of Armageddon; Magog is the name of the land from which he comes.  (Ezekiel 38:2)

42.
Gog and Magog (2)  a leader and a people who during the millennium bear the same name as the leader and the people of Ezekiel 38:2, bearing the same name because they have the same purpose, namely, to destroy the seat of theocratic power and the people of the theocracy.  (Revelation 20:8)

43.
prophecy:  divine revelation regarding the future.  (Isaiah 9:6)

44.
resurrection:  for a believer, the reuniting of the human spirit and soul with the body, and for an unbeliever, the reuniting of the soul with the body.

45.
translation:  the term used to describe the change of a believer’s body from mortal to immortality without experiencing physical death.  (Hebrews 11:5)

46.
Restrainer:  a title for the Holy Spirit that describes an aspect of His work during the Church Age.  (2 Thessalonians 2:6-8)

47.
imminency of the rapture:  the theological notion that nothing prohibits the immediate return of the Lord during the Church Age.

48.
twenty four elders:  representatives of the church.  (Rev. 4:4)

49.
vial judgments: the term used to designate the third phase of God’s judgment program upon the earth during the Tribulation.  (Rev. 16:1-21)

50.
trumpet judgments:  the term used to designate the second phase of God’s judgment program upon the earth during the Tribulation.  (Rev. 8:2-11:15)

51.
Daniel’s seventieth week:  a term used to designate the seven years of Tribulation.  (Daniel 9:24-27)

52.
abomination of desolation:  the term used to describe the event that places the image of the dictator of the Revived Roman Empire in the holy of holies in the middle of the Tribulation.  (Matthew 24:15)

53.
the great whore:  the Revived Roman Empire during the Tribulation.  (Rev. 19:2)

54
the seal judgments: the term used to designate the first phase of God’s judgment program upon the earth during the Tribulation.  (Revelation 6)

55.
the glorious appearing:  a term used to describe the coming of the Lord at the rapture.  (Tit. 2:13)

56.
Tartarus:  the name used to designate the prison in the belly of the earth that houses the fallen angels who cohabited with the daughters of men in Genesis 6.  (2 Peter 2:4)

57.
abyss:  the name used to designate the prison that houses Satan and other fallen angels who violate the rules of warfare during the angelic conflict.  (Revelation 20:3)

58.
bottomless pit:  another name for the abyss.  (Revelation 9:1)

59.
baptism of fire:  the term used to describe the judgment at the second coming of Christ in which unbelievers are separated from believers, unbelievers being cast into hell, and believers permitted to enter the millennium alive in a physical body.  (Matthew 3:11)

60.
baptism of the Holy Spirit:  this term has two widely different meanings:

1)
the term used to designate the work of the Holy Spirit when He places the believer in union with Christ at the moment of salvation.  (1 Corinthians 12:13)

2)
the term used to designate the indwelling of the Holy Spirit at the moment of salvation.  (Matthew 3:11)

61.
the day of the Lord:  a period of time that includes all or any portion of the Tribulation, the second advent, and the millennium.  (2 Peter 3:10)

62.
the blessed hope:  a term used to describe the coming of Jesus Christ at the rapture.  (Titus 2:13)

63.
mystery:  a term used to describe doctrinal information about the “present age” that had never been taught prior to time that it was divinely revealed.  (Ephesians 3:1-7)

64.
last trumpet:  the term used to designate the trumpet blast associated with the return of the Lord at the rapture [last in the sense of occurring at “the end of” the Church Age].  (1 Corinthians 15:52)

65.
seventh trumpet:  The “chronologically last” of seven trumpet judgments that occur during the Tribulation.  (Revelation 11:15)

66.
marriage of the Lamb:  the term used to describe the union of the Bridegroom (Jesus) and His bride (the Church) which union occurs in heaven after the bema seat judgment and before the second advent.  [Since the time for marriage feast “has come” (aorist tense), the implication is that the marriage has already occurred].  (Revelation 19:7)

67.
marriage supper:  the term used as a parabolic picture of the entire millennium, to which Jews and Gentiles are invited, which takes place on the earth, during which time the bridegroom is honored through the display of the bride to all His friends who are assembled there.  (Revelation 19:9)

68.
marriage feast:  a term used synonymously with the marriage supper.  (Matthew 25:10)

69.
the Day of Christ:  a term that includes the expectation of the Church, her translation, her glorification, and her examination for reward.  (Philippians 1:6, 10)

70.
allegorical interpretation:  The method of interpretation in which the literal and historical sense of Scripture is completely ignored, and every word and event is made an allegory of some kind either to escape theological difficulties or to maintain certain peculiar religious views.

71.
literal interpretation:  The method of interpretation that gives to each word the same exact basic meaning it would have in normal, ordinary, customary usage, whether employed in writing, speaking or thinking.

72.
lake of fire: The final abode for Satan, his fallen angels and all unbelievers throughout human history where they will remain eternally condemned and separated from God.  (Matthew 25:41)
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
