EIGHT LAST WORDS OF JESUS








Introduction





A.	It is a common understanding that Jesus was crucified on Friday, and that there are “seven last words” recorded while He was hanging on the cross.  Both of these ideas are in error.  He was crucified on Wednesday, and there are “eight last words” recorded in the Bible.





B.	The subject of this lesson is the “eight last words of Jesus.”





First Word:  (Luke 23:34)  “Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.”





Second Word:  (Luke 23:43)  “Today shalt thou be with me in paradise.”





Third Word:  (John 19:25-26)  “Woman, behold thy son!”





Fourth Word:  (John 19:27)  “Behold thy mother!”





Fifth Word:  (Mark 15:34)  “My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?”





Sixth Word:  (John 19:28)  “I thirst.”





Seventh Word:  (John 19:30)  “It is finished:”





Eighth Word:  (Luke 23:46)  “Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: . . .”
