1 Peter 3:1



1 Peter 3:1  In the same way, you wives, be submissive to your own husbands so that even if any {of them} are disobedient to the word, they may be won without a word by the behavior of their wives,  (NAS)



(corr)   . . . you wives, remain under the authority of your own husbands so that if any of them are disobedient to the Word that they may be won over without a word.



you wives



This addresses Christian wives and indicates what the spiritual wife should do under the condition that she is married to a Christian man who is not open to the teachings of doctrine as that teaching relates to the spiritual life of a Christian husband.



remain



 1.	Should she divorce her husband?  Should she seek legal separation?  Should she nag him?



 2.	Answer:  She should remain married to her Christian husband and follow the guidance that she should have a silent testimony toward her Christian husband that he might be won over to the teachings of doctrine as that doctrine relates to the spiritual life of a Christian husband.



under the authority of your own husbands



 1.	The Christian spiritual wife is said to be under the authority of her Christian husband, even though he is negative toward the Word of God.



 2.	The spiritual woman will accept this truth.  She will not try to rationalize it away or explain it away.



 3.	Remember, this truth relates to the resolution of the angelic conflict.



so that if any of them



 1.	The word "if" is a 1st class condition.



 2.	"any of them" refers to the Christian husband who is not open to the teachings of doctrine.







are disobedient to the Word



 1.	Herein lies the problem.



 2.	This Christian husband is disobedient to the Word with the result that he is neglecting or rejecting his role as the spiritual leader in the home.



that they may be won over



 1.	A reference to "won over to the Word of God," especially as related to the role of the spiritual role of a husband in a Christian marriage.



without a word.



 1.	This refers to the "silent testimony" of the wife.



 2.	This refers to the behavior of the wife toward her Christian husband, but it is specifically the husband who is not open to the doctrinal teachings of the Word of God.



 3.	This does not mean that the Christian wife should not engage in normal conversation with her husband.  This means that the content of her conversation should not be construed as nagging.



 4.	She is not to react toward her husband.  She is not to reject the royal law as a response toward her Christian husband.



 5.	If she thinks that she is being maltreated, she has the right to appeal to the Supreme Court of Heaven, and then get out of God's way.



 6.	This verse indicates the Christian husband can be won over by the behavior of his Christian wife.



1 Peter 3:2



1 Peter 3:2  as they observe your chaste and respectful behavior. (NAS)



(corr)  when they observe your blameless manner of life associated with respect.



when they observe



 1.	"they" refers to the Christian husband who is not open to doctrine.



 2.	This is not just seeing something, but observing something.



your blameless manner of life associated with respect



 1.	"associated with respect" is the preposition "en" + the instrumental of association of "phobos."



A.	"phobos" means "fear, reverence, respect."



B.	Here, "respect."



 2.	Two things are demanded of this Christian wife:



A.	Silent testimony:  A "silent testimony" from verse 1.  The manner of the silent testimony is "a blameless life before him."



B.	Respect:  respect is the highest category of responding love.



"respect" and "devotion" are synonymous terms, but categorically different; for example, "enduring devotion" is "intensive love" (synonymous with aggressive love) that belongs to the Christian husband, and in a similar manner, "respect" is the response of the Christian wife manifested as "DEFERENCE" and "ADMIRATION" of the Christian wife toward the one who has authority over her.



The Christian husband is to have "enduring loyalty" toward his Christian wife and the Christian wife will HONOR the "enduring loyalty" shown to her by her Christian husband.



The Christian husband is "consecrated" to the principle of having the authority in Christian marriage.



The Christian wife will then "ESTEEM" the "consecration" of her husband to his role of authority in the Christian marriage.



The husband then "dedicates" himself to this tremendous soul love, the aggressive part, enduring devotion.



The Christian wife then responds with "CONSIDERATION" and "PARTIALITY" toward her Christian husband.



Some Principles



 1.	The greatest thing a Christian wife can give her husband is "respect."



 2.	Therefore, the Christian wife must make an issue out of her love respect for her husband rather than making an issue out of his flaws, his sins, or his failures.



 3.	A reacting Christian wife cannot solve problems.  Evidence of reaction:  bitterness, vindictiveness, implaccability, hatred, deceit, rancor, etc.



 4.	Both spouses in Christian marriage have freedom of volition, therefore, if the wife makes an issue out of her freedom, she must remember that freedom without authority is anarchy.



A.	Anarchy defined:  Anarchy is chaos and confusion of soul while the soul is under the influence of the old-sin-nature.







B.	If there are children in the family, they will be effected if the Christian wife chooses anarchy manifested by nagging her Christian husband.



 5.	To avoid anarchy, freedom must have values.



A.	When a Christian wife sets up a barrage of nagging, she negates her spiritual values.



B.	She should place her Christian husband in the hands of the Supreme Court of Heaven and hang on to her values.



SUPREME COURT OF HEAVEN

The grieved One:  the Christian wife



C.	The Christian wife's staying power in Christian marriage is the value that comes from the function of the royal law (love thy neighbor as thyself) that comes from her personal love for God.

1 Peter 3:3



The importance of the Christian Wife's Inner Beauty



1 Peter 3:3	And let not your adornment be {merely} external-- braiding the hair, and wearing gold jewelry, or putting on dresses;  (NAS)



Some Notes fromThis Verse



 1.	The beauty of the Christian wife does not come from external appearance only:  hair style, jewlery, clothing.



 2.	This verse does not prohibit hair style, jewelry, or clothing, but it places the emphasis on something far more important, namely, her spiritual life.



 3.	There is little to no blessing between a Christian husband and Christian wife until there is a coalescence of their souls.  This demands impersonal love on the part of both marriage partners.



 4.	Good grooming plus inner beauty of the Christian wife's soul is irresistible to her Christian husband.



 5.	The Christian wife's spiritual values must emphasize inner beauty while at the same time not rejecting the adornment of the body.



1 Peter 3:4



The Hidden Person of the Heart



1 Peter 3:4  but {let it be} the hidden person of the heart, with the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is precious in the sight of God. (NAS)



 1.	Inner beauty will now be defined in terms of the spiritual life of the Christian wife since she is going to demonstrate to us the function of the royal law.



 2.	The heart explained:



A.	Here, the heart is the right lobe of the soul's mentality that circulates thought, namely, Bible doctrine in the case of the Church Age believer.



B.	The heart is the mirror of the soul.



C.	Review "Operation Z."



D.	The seven compartments of the soul's stream of consciousness.

1 Peter 3:4  but {let it be} the hidden person of the heart, with the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is precious in the sight of God. (NAS)

 1.	"the hidden person of the right lobe"



A.	The "right lobe" is the heart emphasizing the seven compartments of the soul's stream of consciousness.



B.	"the hidden person" is the inner man of Christ-likeness developed by exploiting the unique spiritual life of the Church Age.



 2.	"with the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit"



"gentle" is the Greek word "praus" meaning "humble," with the connotation of being soothing, patient, calm with those who are irritated; composure that avoids bitterness and anger.



Without "praus" there can be no inner beauty.



"praus" is accomplished by yieldedness to God the Holy Spirit.



 3.	"which is precious in the sight of God"



"precious" means "of great value"
