(Matthew 13:44)





13:44	Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field. (KJV)





13:44	"The kingdom of heaven is like a treasure hidden in the field, which a man found and hid; and from joy over it he goes and sells all that he has, and buys that field. (NAS)


13:44	"The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field. When a man found it, he hid it again, and then in his joy went and sold all he had and bought that field. (NIV)


13:44	"The Kingdom of Heaven is like a treasure a man discovered in a field. In his excitement, he sold everything he owned to get enough money to buy the field-- and get the treasure, too! (TLB)

C.	Saved Jews coming into the millennial kingdom from the Tribulation is the unearthing of the Jesus’ treasure.





D.	Israel belongs to Jesus by purchase, but He will not possess His treasure until His second coming.
