LEADERSHIP DEFINED BY SOME WHO HAVE BEEN LEADERS





Lord Montgomery:  Leadership is the capacity and will to rally men and women to a common purpose, and the character which inspires confidence.





Dr. John R. Mott, a world leader in student circles:  A leader is a man who knows the road, who can keep ahead, and can pull others after him.





President Harry Truman:  A leader is a person who has the ability to get others to do what they don’t want to do, and like it.





General Charles Gordon once asked Li Hung Chang, an old Chinese leader, a double question:  What is leadership” and how is humanity divided?  He answered:  “There are only three kinds of people in the world:  1) those that are moveable, 2) those that are immoveable, and 3) those that move them.”





Leadership is influence, the ability of one person to influence others.  You can lead others only to the extent that you can influence them.





Since leadership is the power to influence another, Dr. John Getty went to Aneityum in 1848 and worked there for God for twenty-four years.  On the tablet erected to his memory these words were inscribed:
